DAY ONE —-MONDAY - AUGUST 30, 2010

We depart Ashley Landing Mall at 5:45 A.M. to begin our tour to the Grand Hotel on Mackinac
Island, the Agawa Canyon Fall Colour Train Tour, beautiful Upper Peninsula of Michigan and
the Indiana Amish Country. Our first night will be spent in Lexington, Kentucky. We will have
rest stops and lunch, on own, en route. After check in enjoy dinner at the hotel on TOL.

DAY TWO - TUESDAY — AUGUST 31, 2010

Enjoy a continental breakfast at the hotel before we check out and depart for Flint, Michigan for
a one-night stay. From its inception, Flint has been associated with transportation. The logging
boom created the need for Katydids — two wheeled log-hauling contrivances — in addition to road
carts and wagons. The city’s subsequent carriage-making industry quickly gained international
repute. Flint remains one of the world’s largest manufacturers of carriages of the horseless
variety and is where General Motors originated. There will be rest stops and lunch, on own, en
route. Upon arrival and check in you will have the rest of the evening free to explore and have
dinner on your own.

DAY THREE - WEDNESDAY — SEPTEMBER 1, 2010

A hot breakfast is available this morning prior to checking out and departing for Crossroads
Village and Huckleberry Railroad. This restored 180°s Genesee County community features 34
historic structures, including an operating blacksmith shop, cider mill, sawmill, gristmill, general
store, school and residences. Enjoy a 35-minute trip through the recreation area on the
Huckleberry Railroad, a steam train with antique passenger cars pulled by a steam-powered
Baldwin locomotive. After your tour and lunch, on own, we board the Genesee Belle for a 45-
minute sightseeing cruise on Mott Lake. This afternoon we continue our travels to our
destination for tonight, Gaylord, Michigan. After checking in and freshening up we will enjoy
dinner at Gino’s on TOL.

DAY FOUR — THURSDAY — SEPTEMBER 2, 2010

A deluxe continental breakfast will be served in the hotel this morning, then we must get an early
start as we are driving to St. Ignace, MI, to board the Star Line Ferry for our crossing to
Mackinac Island and the Grand Hotel. This island has no motorized transportation. Horse drawn
carriages and bicycles are the main forms of transportation. Your bags will be transported and
delivered to the hotel after arrival on the island. When we leave the ferry we will enjoy a carriage
ride through the city, then change to a larger conveyance, a horse drawn surrey. The tour of the
island includes Arch Rock, Fort Mackinac, the Governor’s Mansion, Skull Cave and Surrey Hill.
You will also see the lovely homes and Bed & Breakfast Inns, and the shopping areas downtown.
The surrey will drop us off at the Grand Hotel in time for a wonderful luncheon buffet. I am sure
you will be impressed not only by the great varieties of food, but also by the service the tuxedo
dressed waiters provide. They anticipate your every need and you will surely feel pampered.
After you check out your room, you may want to stroll the hotel grounds or walk the short
distance into town for great shopping. Enjoy the abundance of beautiful flowers grown on the
island and displayed in so many interesting ways. Be sure to return to the hotel before 6:00 P.M.
so you will have time to dress, semi-formally, for the evening meal. This, too, will be a dining
experience you won’t forget. After dinner there will be music in the Grand Lobby and possibly a
movie will be shown in one of the conference rooms. Several films have been made featuring the



hotel as the background setting. There is usually an orchestra playing music for dancing in the
ballroom each evening.

DAY FIVE - FRIDAY - SEPTEMBER 3, 2010

After a delicious breakfast in the dining room, the hotel’s horse drawn carriages will return us to
the Star Line dock for transport back to the mainland. Here the coach will meet us and you will
have time to shop at the dock before we depart for Sault Ste. Marie, Michigan where we will
enjoy a beautiful cruise on the historic waterway of the St, Mary’s River while epjoying a
delicious buffet luncheon. In the harbor you will view all of the exciting sights along the
waterfronts of Sault Ste. Marie, MI and the twin border city of Sault Ste. Marie, Ontario. On the
cruise you will also experience “locking” through the Soo Locks and riding alongside the giant
ships. The Soo Locks have been referred to as one of the great wonders of the world and it is
still the largest waterway traffic system on earth. Your tour boat will ride the water as it is raised
21 feet straight up, to the level of Lake Superior. You will then cruise under the International
Bridge and railroad bridge before crossing into Canadian waters where you‘ll see one of
Canada’s largest steel plants in operation. You will return to the lower harbor through the
historic “newly restored” Canadian Lock and cruise past the St. Mary’s Rapids. Your tour will
continue along the international shoreline of the lower harbor letting you experience all the
sights, sounds, and excitement of Michigan’s oldest city. Upon arrival back at the dock we will
board our coach and drive across the International Bridge to Sault Ste. Marie, Ontario for a two-
night stay. After check in you are free to explore, go shopping at the nearby mall and enjoy
dinner on your own this evening.

DAY SIX - SATURDAY - SEPTEMBER 4, 2010

This morning we will have to get an early start since our Agawa Canyon Train Tour departs at
8:00 AM.

Upon arrival we will board our boat to explore
the splendor of Lake Superior’s Pictured Rocks National Shoreline, which got its name from the
lakeshore’s geographical features of various colored sandstone cliffs that tower over 200 feet
from the waters of Lake Superior. These cliffs from Longfellow’s “The Song of Hiawatha” are
notable for their rich color and interesting formations. Enjoy this fully narrated cruise out to the
“Pictured Rocks” where they will move in close enough so that you are able to take pictures of
these beautiful formations. We will see the famous “Indian Head” rock formation, Miner’s
Castle (the only formation that can be accessed by vehicles) and the Great Caverns. On the way
back they will stay close to the rocks in case you missed that camera shot the first time around.
After our tour we will check into our hotel for a one-night stay. You will have time to freshen up
before departing for dinner, on TOL, at one of the area’s most popular restaurants. (DINNER

DAY EIGHT —MONDAY - SEPTEMBER 6, 2010

Enjoy an extended continental breakfast this morning before we check out and get an early start.
This morning we travel Manitowoc, Wisconsin, an American Indian name meaning “the home of
the Great Spirit Manitou”.

At the end of the tour you will be served a light lunch
prepared by the Mason County Historical Society. Be sure and take some time to browse the gift
shop containing locally home made jams, honey and maple syrup products. After our tour and
Iunch we depart the beautiful state of Michigan and head for Nappanee, Indiana in the heart of
Amish Country. After checking into our hotel for a two-night stay you will have some time to
relax before our hearty Amish supper made from scratch served this evening at the hotel.

DAY TEN — WEDNESDAY - SEPTEMBER 8, 2010

After a continental breakfast at the hotel this morning, we begin another fun filled day. Our step-
on guide will meet us at our hotel this morning. Delight in new experiences as our step-on guide,
Esther Farmwald, takes us on excursions along the back roads surrounding Nappanee. We’ll
stop at a working Amish farm, chat with the family and witness traditional Amish farm life first-
hand. It’s arare treat we shop alongside local Amish women at an Amish version of a super-
market or discover things found only in Amish Country in a rural general store. We will enjoy
an Amish Haystack lunch inside an Amish home on TOTL. After lunch we return to Amish
Acres. The 80-acre restored Amish 1874 farmstead, listed on the National Register of Historic
Places, is the focal point of Amish Acres. This heritage resort echoes the simple life of Amish
society through historic interpretation, dining, lodging, theatre, countryside tours, baked goods
and 10 different shops. A sixteen foot covered wagon with padded seats is pulled by a
International Harvester H tractor and gives you an overview of the historic farm as it travels
down the gravel lanes, around the pond, past the historic buildings, and through the woods. You
will also have time to take a walking guided tour and view 2 documentary films. We will return
to our hotel to relax and freshen up before dinner at the Restaurant Barn — this century-old
restaurant features oaken floor boards, oil cloth covered tables and hand-hewn beams that set the
proper mood for the award winning Threshers Dinner, served family style from iron kettles filled
with bean soup to platters of tender meat entrees and tins of freshly baked pies. Top off the
evening with a Broadway Musical, “Annie Get Your Gun” performed in the majestic 1911
