This is our first trip to the Atlantic Provinces in several years and we are going to see it all-The
New England states, New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, Newfoundland, both east and west sides,
Labrador, and Quebec. It will be wonderful to leave the hot weather in Charleston and enjoy the
much cooler temperatures there.

DAY ONE - SUNDAY - JULY 11, 2010

We will leave from Ashley Landing Mall at 5:45 A.M. to begin our exciting tour. We will have
rest stops and lunch on your own as we travel to Fredericksburg, VA, for our first night. We will
have our welcome dinner on TOL at the restaurant in the hotel.

DAY TWO - MONDAY - JULY 12, 2010

This morning after a full breakfast on TOL in the hotel restaurant, we will depart for Mystic, CT.
This should be a great day to travel through New England Miystic is where the fastest ships in
the country were being built by the middle of the 19" century. Mystic Seaport reflects these
bygone days in the 17 acres containing historic houses, trade bmldmgs museums, and several
fishing schooners. (Breakfast included)

DAY THREE - TUESDAY - JULY 13, 2010

A deluxe continental breakfast is provided this morning before we leave for Bangor, ME.

This city is the principal retail, cultural and commercial center for eastern and northern Maine.
Bangor’s industries are based on papermaking, timber products, electronics, shoes and tourism.
There is a large statue of Paul Bunyan on Main St.which is 31 ft. high and weighs 1.5 tons. We
will have dinner at the hotel restaurant this evening. (Breakfast and Dinner included)

DAY FOUR - WEDNESDAY - JULY 14, 2010

Have a continental breakfast at the hotel this morning. Today our travels take us through New
Brunswick, Canada, to Nova Scotia. You must have your passport ready as we cross the border
into Canada. St. John, the capital of New Brunswick, is where the famous Bay of Fundy is
located. The reversing falls are created when, at low tide, the river descends into the ocean at the
bottom of a 449 ft. gorge. This gives it the highest and lowest tides in the country. St. John is one
of the most active seaports on the Atlantic coast. Nova Scotia is a province that is never more
than 37 miles from the water, with its interior boasting many lakes, rivers, and streams. Halifax,
the capital, and our home for the next two nights, is the commercial, administrative, educational
and military center of Atlantic Canada. (Breakfast included)

DAY FIVE - THURSDAY - JULY 15, 2010

This morning we will have a step on guide give us a tour of Halifax. We will learn much about
the city, her disasters, and her heroic efforts in the recovery of bodies from the Titanic disaster.
After the tour, have lunch on your own and see some of the city shops and sights, but be back at
the hotel by 3:30 P.M. We will leave for Peggy’s Cove so you can have dinner, on your own,
and enjoy this most photographed sight in Canada. The Post Office is located in a lighthouse.
Both it and the restaurant are built on a massive rock formation. Bring your camera as the sunsets
are spectacular. We will return to the hotel after dinner. Remember to pack a small bag for the
ferry (night clothes, toiletries, medicines) as we will not be able to off load the luggage when we
get on the ferry.



DAY SIX - FRIDAY - JULY 16, 2010

Our drive through Nova Scotia and Cape Breton Island today will be very special. We will see
the ocean on our right for much of the trip, windswept cliffs, and small villages as we continue
on to North Sydney, NS. We will have lunch and dinner on own,en route as our ferry departs at
11:00 P.M. for Argentia, NFLD. Our cabins will be very comfortable and include a shower.

DAY SEVEN - SATURDAY - JULY 17, 2010

Breakfast and lunch will be available on TOL before you leave the ferry. We will then drive to
St. John’s, the capital of Newfoundland. This east coast drive is rugged and beautiful with
massive mountains and open spaces bordering the seacoast. You may see moose or other
anmimals along the roadside. St. John’s is the oldest city in North America and a chief port and
commercial center. We will meet our step on guide for a guided tour of this great city including
Cabot Tower, Signal Hill, the Anglican Cathedral of St. John the Baptist and the Basilica,
Memorial University, the Confederation Building, and City Hall. The guide will give you a feel
for the history, legend and lore of the oldest city in North America. (Breakfast and Lunch

included)
DAY EIGHT - SUNDAY - JULY 18, 2010

Today we will head to the west coast of Newfoundland and Gros Morme National Park. This is a.
wonderful experience. The scenery is different from any you bave seen and I'm sure you will
enjoy it very much. Our destination is Cowhead, a small community on the Gulf of St. Lawrence.
The beach behind the hotel is filled with boulders and large and small stones worn smooth by the
action of the water. Take a walk to enjoy this natural beauty. A wonderful dinner will be
prepared in the restaurant for us to enjoy. (Dinner included)

DAY NINE - MONDAY - JULY 19, 2010

A full hot breakfast is included this moming before we continue up the west coast of
Newfoundland. The small villages and roadside gardens will be of interest to you. We hope to
see some animals as we travel to the northern most point of the island, L’ Anse Aux Meadows.
This is the 1000 A.D. Vikings landing spot. You will have time to visit the museum and explore
the landing sights after lunch. Lunch is a special treat today prepared by a group of local ladies,
wives of the volunteer firemen. They will serve you many delicious Newfoundland dishes and
display and sell beautiful handmade craft items. We will stay in St. Anthony’s on the western
side of this Peninsula tonight. There is a small shopping mall across the street from the hotel
featuring great items native to Newfoundland. (Breakfast and Lunch included)

DAY TEN - TUESDAY - JULY 20, 2010

Today will be an especially good day as we take the ferry from St. Barbe to Labrador. On arrival
we will drive around the area including Red Bay and let you get a feel for this part of the
country. We will check into our hotel in the afternoon and let you explore on your own. The
hotel will prepare a special dinner for us tonight. (Dinner included)

DAY ELEVEN - WEDNESDAY - JULY 21, 2010
‘We will have a full breakfast this morning before catching the ferry back to Newfoundland. Our

destination today is Corner Brook, Newfoundland’s largest city. Located on the Humber River,
one of the world’s greatest salmon rivers, the area was charted by Captain James Cook in 1767.



Today there is much industry, including one of the largest pulp and paper mills in Canada. We

will have lunch at the Shallow Bay Motel on our way to the hotel. After check in you may want

- to visit some of the shops on Main Street where our hotel is located. (Breakfast & Lunch
included)

DAY TWELVE - THURSDAY - JULY 22, 2010

This morning, after breakfast on your own, we will drive to the ferry which leaves from Port Aux
Basques. You will enjoy this beautiful ride to North Sydney. You may have lunch, on your own,
on the ferry as we do not dock until late afternoon. We will then drive to Port Hastings, Nova
Scotia, on Cape Breton Island, for our overnight stay. On arrival we will have dinner at the hotel.
(Dinner included)

DAY THIRTEEN - FRIDAY - JULY 23, 2010

After a full breakfast on TOL, we will drive to Caribou and board the ferry for Prince Edward
Island. The trip takes about 1'% hours so you will want to have lunch aboard. On arrival in
Charlottetown, PEI, we will pick up a guide for an afternoon tour of the island. Called the most
beautiful spot in Canada, you will find everything clean and neat. They are an agricultural island
and claim to raise the best potatoes in the world. Many are shipped throughout the world as seed
potatoes. A growing industry is in Mussels. You may see these beds in some of the rivers. After
the tour we will check in at the hotel and you may visit one of the fine restaurants near the hotel
for dinner, on your own, or eat in the hotel. (Breakfast included)

DAY FOURTEEN - SATURDAY - JULY 24, 2010

Have breakfast on your own before we depart for Borden, PEL to cross the new Confederation
Bridge to New Brunswick province. This bridge was a major project for Canada as it eliminated
a two-hour ferry crossing between provinces. We will stop at Magnetic Hill in Moncton, NB, for
a surprising ride as the coach travels back uphill on its own without power. You will have time to
have lunch and shop here. After lunch we will drive to Edmunston, NB, for a one night stay. The
hotel is located adjacent to a large shopping mall. We will have dinner at the hotel on TOL.

(Dinner included)
DAY FIFTEEN - SUNDAY - JULY 25, 2010

Breakfast is included this morning, after which we will journey to the famous Quebec City,
capital of Quebec Province. Enroute we will stop in Riviere du loup to see and purchase some
beautiful wood carvings. We will spend two nights in Quebec to allow you time to enjoy this
delightful city. The walled city, with many shops, restaurants, and attractions is just a few short
blocks from our hotel. (Breakfast included)

DAY SIXTEEN - MONDAY - JULY 26, 2010

This morning early, we will board a local coach for a full day of touring in the upper and lower
cities and the outlying areas, including lunch, in Old Quebec City. We will see the beautiful Il
D’Orleans, Montmorency Falls, and the hotel there, Ste. Anne De Beaupre Church and village,
lovely countryside, and a wonderful copper shop for beautiful handmade items. (Lunch included)



DAY SEVENTEEN - TUESDAY - JULY 27, 2010

Regretfully, we must leave Canada and return to the states. We will have a lovely drive through
the Montreal area and into New York State, stopping at the Duty Free Store before we leave
Canada. You may purchase many items here, tax free, as well as exchange your Canadian
money for US currency. Our hotel tonight is in Watertown, NY. We will have dinner at the hotel
on TOL. (Dinner included)

DAY EIGHTEEN - WEDNESDAY - JULY 28, 2010

Breakfast is included this morning before we depart for our last night in Fredericksburg, VA.
The countryside is beautiful today as we travel through New York, Pennsylvania, and Virginia.
Our farewell dinner will be on TOL in the hotel restaurant. (Breakfast and Dinner included)

DAY NINETEEN - THURSDAY - JULY 29, 2010

Breakfast is included again before we depart for home. We will have rest stops and lunch, on
your own, as we travel through Virginia, North and South Carolina to Charleston. We should
arrive here around 6:00 P.M. Hopefully, this will be a memorable trip whose sights and
experiences will remain with you for many years. (Breakfast included)
