DAY ONE - MONDAY —-MAY 24, 1020

We will leave Ashley Landing Mall at 5:45 AM to begin our exciting West Coast tour. Today’s
travels take us through South Carolina, North Carolina, and Tennessee, where we will spend the
night in Dickson, Tennessee. Dinner is on TOL this evening. (DINNER INCLUDED TODAY)

DAY TWO - TUESDAY - MAY 25, 2010

After a continental breakfast at the hotel we will head for Oklahoma City, Oklahoma. This is the
only city with an oil well on the capital grounds. There are over 2000 oil wells in or near the
city. It is also the sight of the tragic bombing of the Federal Building on April 19, 1995 and the
memorial built to honor the dead. (BREAKFAST INCLUDED TODAY)

DAY THREE — WEDNESDAY - MAY 26, 2010

Enjoy a continental breakfast at the hotel before checking out and departing on a guided tour of
the city. We will visit the famous sights mentioned above as well as other areas before departing
for Amarillo, Texas. Cattle and Cattle auctions are a mainstay of the city. Amarillo means,
“Yellow”, which was the color of the soil when the first settlers arrived. This is where you can
see the Cadillac Ranch, 10 cars found nose-down in a working grain field along I-40. The
sculpture is called the “Hood Ornament of Rt. 66” displaying the fins of the designs of the
1950’s. Tonight we are staying at the Big Texan Motel, which is designed to resemble the main
street in an old west town — be sure and check out the pool! Dinner will be at the world famous
Big Texan Steak Ranch adjacent to the hotel on TOL. (BREAKFAST AND DINNER
INCLUDED TODAY)

DAY FOUR - THURSDAY —MAY 27,2010

A full breakfast is included this morning before we leave for Gallup, New Mexico. The city is
best known as the main trading center for most Navajos, whose vast reservation extends North
and West into Arizona. There are more than 100 trading posts, shops and galleries selling
handmade jewelry, rugs, baskets and pottery. (BREAKFAST INCLUDED TODAY)

DAY FIVE —FRIDAY —MAY 28,2010

Today is very special. We will visit the magnificent Petrified Forest and Painted Desert National
Park as we travel to the awesome Grand Canyon. The colorful logs in the Petrified Forest are
marvels to behold, and the scenery in the Painted Desert will overwhelm you. Less known, but
equally impressive, are the extensive deposits of Triassic-age fossils — including dinosaurs — and
the remnants of prehistoric Anasazi pueblos. A stop at the visitor center will give you an
opportunity to purchase some great souvenirs. You can’t pick anything up in the forest, even
though we will stop for you to view the logs up close. Bring your camera and video recorders to
film these beautiful relics. We will continue into the Grand Canyon for a two—mght stay at the
Yavapei Lodge. (BREAKFAST INCLUDED TODAY)



DAY SIX - SATURDAY —MAY 29, 2010

You are free to visit the Canyon rims by free shuttle. Visit the many gifts shops, museums, and
restaurants. You can view the sunrise and sunset if you desire, just don’t miss the last shuttle
back to the hotel after sunset. (ALL MEALS ON OWN TODAY)

DAY SEVEN - SUNDAY - MAY 30, 2010

After breakfast, on your own, we will check out and depart for Las Vegas, Nevada for a two-
night stay. This city has earned such titles as “The City that Never Sleeps”, “The Entertainment
Capital of the World”, “The City of Lost Wages”, “The City without Clocks” and “The Garden
of Neon”. It is a city of nearly a half-million people whose explosive growth over the past 20
years has been phenomenal. Many only come to gamble, but you can have a great time in Las
Vegas without wagering. Dining and shopping opportunities are plentiful and there are more
entertainment superstars per square mile than in any other city in the world. There is much to do
in our hotel and buses run to the other casinos, malls and hotels for a nominal fee. We are
providing meal vouchers for dinner each evening in the hotel. (DINNER INCLUDED TODAY)

DAY EIGHT -MONDAY - MAY 31, 2010

You’re on your own today. Spend the day relaxing by the pool, sightseeing or trying your hand
at “Lady Luck”. (DINNER INCLUDED TODAY)

DAY NINE - TUESDAY - JUNE 1, 2010

Today we head into the beautiful state of California to our destination for a one- night stay in San
Simeon located on scenic Hwy 1 perhaps the best-known and most famous drive in the US. The
beautiful Pacific Ocean can be seen from many scenic points along the way to San Simeon. We
will check in at the hotel located on the ocean and you will have the rest of the evening free.

DAY TEN — WEDNESDAY — JUNE 2, 2010

This morning after breakfast our day begins with a tour of Hearst Castle. Once the estate of
William Randolph Hearst, it consists of 115 rooms, three guesthouses and 127 acres located on a
1600- foot mountain known as “Enchanted Hill”. After our tour we continue north to the City of
San Francisco for a two-night stay. This city has a great passion for preservation of the past with
its colorful legends and architecture. Our hotel is located in the downtown area near Fisherman’s
Wharf so you can enjoy the sights at Pier 39. This is the pier the sea lions have taken over and
they are a joy to watch. (BREAKFAST INCLUDED TODAY) \

DAY ELEVEN — THURSDAY — JUNE 3, 2010

This morning we will board a Gray Line Bus for a 4-hour tour of the city. You will see much of
the beauty of San Francisco and the Golden Gate Bridge, Chinatown, Nob Hill, the business and
residential districts. After our return to the hotel you may want to take a cable car ride, take a
ferry to Alcatraz to visit “The Rock” (ferry departs from Pier 33 every 30 minutes), or visit the
many shops and attractions close to the hotel. (ALL MEALS ON OWN TODAY)



DAY TWELVE - FRIDAY — JUNE 4, 2010

Even though we hate leaving this wonderful city, we have another spectacular drive today. We
will travel through the redwood forest to Crescent City for a one-night stay. This highway is
noted for having the most outstanding display of redwoods in our country. There is even a gift
shop built in one of the giant trees. We will also see a tree large enough to drive your car
through. After checking into our hotel enjoy dinner on TOL at the hotel restaurant. (DINNER
INCLUDED TODAY)

DAY THIRTEEN - SATURDAY — JUNE 5, 2010

We leave the state of California and head north to Portland, Oregon, today. Called the “City of
Roses”, this city adopted the rose as a symbol of renewal and growth. Some of the most
spectacular roses adorn the city and the gardens. Our hotel is located in the suburb of Tigard,
OR located next to the Washington Square Mall — Oregon’s premier tax- free shopping
experience. Enjoy a complimentary Evening Manager’s Reception. So unpack and relax for a
two-night stay. (BREAKFAST INCLUDED TODAY)

DAY FOURTEEN - SUNDAY - JUNE 6, 2010

Enjoy a full hot breakfast at the hotel this morning prior to departing on a local charter bus for
our Mt. Hood Loop Tour. View some of the most spectacular scenery in the Northwest from the
Columbia River Gorge and Hood River Valley to the Mt. Hood National Forest on today’s
adventure. Our tour begins as we travel through one of the world’s most magnificent landscapes
and experience the grandeur of the Columbia River Gorge. The gorge will engage you with its
compelling vistas, hanging valleys, terraced cliffs, fantastic rock pinnacles and enchanting
waterfalls. Visit the most impressive of these, Multnomah Falls, which plummets 620 feet
making it the second highest year-round waterfall in the US. Lunch is included at the historic
Multnomah Falls Lodge. Following lunch our tour travels along the mighty Columbia River to
Bonneville Dam, featuring educational exhibits on dam operations, navigational history, and the
Columbia River fish migration. From here we’ll continue around the mountain, through apple
and pear orchards of the Hood River Valley and into the Mount Hood National Forest where
we’ll ascend snow-capped Mt. Hood to Timberline Lodge, located at the 6,000 foot elevation
level. At the Lodge watch a film and join the Forest Service Ranger for a guided tour of what is
considered the grandest example of Cascadian architecture that was built by the Works Progress
Administration (WPA) during the Great Depression. Enjoy the breathtaking views of the distant
mountain peaks and Cascade Mountain Range from this lofty perch. Our journey ends as we
complete our loop around the mountain returning to Portland past peaceful trout streams, and
through several small mountain towns en route to our hotel for the evening. (BREAKF AST
AND LUNCH INCLUDED TODAY)

DAY FIFTEEN — MONDAY - JUNE 7, 2010

Breakfast is included this morning at the hotel before we travel on to Boise, Idaho. As we travel
east we will pass by wheat fields and truck farms in the Umatilla Basin. There are spectacular
views from Pendleton to Baker City. Boise, Idaho’s capital and largest metropolitan area is
called the “City of Trees”. Protected by the Owyhee Mountains, Boise is spared the harsh
winters of much of the state. There is year-round opportunity for leisure and recreation. Once
used as an American Indian lookout, Table Rock rises 1100 feet above the valley east of Boise.
Its flat summit, surmounted by an illuminated cross that can be seen for miles, affords a great
view of the city. After checking in and freshening up enjoy dinner on TOL at the Kopper Kltchen
Iocated next to the hotel. (BREAKFAST AND DINNER INCLUDED TODAY)



DAY SIXTEEN — TUESDAY — JUNE 8, 2010

Enjoy a continental breakfast at the hotel before we checkout and drive to Jackson Hole,
Wyoming. The scenery is spectacular as we approach the southern entrance to Grand Teton
National Park, traveling by the Snake River. Jackson is home to the National Elk Refuge, a
24,700- acre refuge winter home of 7,500 elk, one of the largest herds in North America. Our
hotel is located in the downtown area close to several nice restaurants. We will be spending two
nights here, so enjoy the city and many interesting sights. (BREAKFAST INCLUDED TODAY)

DAY SEVENTEEN — WEDNESDAY — JUNE 9, 2010

Enjoy breakfast at the hotel before you start your exploration of Jackson Hole. There is a visitor
center a block down and across Cache Street that you will want to visit. Not only is it beautiful,
but there is a wealth of information available here as well as a great gift shop with Wyoming
souvenirs. Walk the board sidewalks and enjoy browsing in the many museums, art stores,
boutiques and shops. Be sure to return to the hotel in time to get ready for our Chuck Wagon
Dinner and Show at the Bar J Ranch tonight. (BREAKFAST AND DINNER INCLUDED
TODAY)

DAY EIGHTTEEN - THURSDAY —-JUNE 10, 2010

Have an early breakfast at the hotel, as we must get a head start if we are going to see all of the
beautiful sights of the Grand Tetons and Yellowstone. The Tetons are among the youngest
mountains on the continent. You will see glaciers, snowfields and extensive pine, fir and spruce
forests. We will pass all of this on the way to pick up our guide at Flagg Ranch in Yellowstone.
After picking up our guide we will view the many spectacular formations in the park, including
geysers, paint pots, waterfalls and Old Faithful. Hopefully, we will see some of the many
animals that make their home in the park. We will have lunch at Old Faithful Lodge about
midway through the tour. In the late afternoon we will leave the park and travel to Cody, WY
for our overnight stay. Cody is a western town with many old buildings and museums, the
largest of which is the Buffalo Bill Historical Center. After checking in you will have the rest of
the day free to explore and have dinner on your own. (BREAKFAST AND LUNCH
INCLUDED TODAY)

DAY NINETEEN - FRIDAY —JUNE 11, 2010

Breakfast is included at the hotel before we depart for Cheyenne, WY. We will spend the next
two nights here enjoying our stay at the delightful hotel, Little America - in the midst of the vast
Wyoming prairie situated on an 80-acre oasis of luxury and service, surrounded by beautifully
groomed grounds and an Olympic sized outdoor swunmmg pool. Cheyenne is the capital of
Wyoming and has been the capital since it became the 44 state in 1890. The city is home to
Frontier Days, the world’s largest outdoor rodeo held the last full week in July. You are on your
own for dinner this evening. (BREAKFAST INCLUDED TODAY)

DAY TWENTY — SATURDAY —JUNE 12, 2010

Sleep in this morning, do your laundry, enjoy the hotel complex or just relax. We won’t leave
the hotel until this afternoon when we will drive through the city before heading to the Terry
Bison Ranch for a tour and dinner. We will ride a bus into the bison herd so you can see these
magnificent animals up close and take pictures if you like. (DINNER INCLUDED TODAY)



DAY TWENTY- ONE — SUNDAY - JUNE 13, 2010

We leave Wyoming today and travel through Nebraska into Iowa. As we travel the prairie’s of
NE today we will see the bountiful cropland that makes the state one of the country’s largest
producers of corn, dried beans, wheat and cattle. Nebraska is known as the “Cornhusker’s
State”. After passing through Omaha we will cross the Missouri River into Council Bluffs, Iowa
for a one-night stay. Our hotel is adjacent to the Ameristar Casino Hotel. You will have the
evening free to try your hand at “Lady Luck”. TOL will provide you with a dinner buffet
voucher so that you may enjoy dinner at the Ameristar Casino Hotel at your leisure. (BUFFET
DINNER VOUCHER INCLUDED TODAY)

DAY TWENTY-TWO — MONDAY = JUNE 14, 2010

Enjoy breakfast at our hotel this morning before departing for St. Louis, Missouri, home of the
magnificent Gateway Arch. Our hotel — The Drury Plaza Hotel at the Arch — is housed in three
historic buildings. One of these, the International Fur Exchange Building, operated as a base for
the world’s fur trade in 1919. Historic elegance is built into every feature of this hotel, located
beneath the Arch in downtown St. Louis. After check-in you are free to explore downtown St.
Louis, go up in the Arch and enjoy the lovely view of St. Louis and the mighty Mississippi River
or even take in a Cardinals Baseball game if they are playing at home. (BREAKFAST
INCLUDED TODAY)

DAY TWENTY-THREE — TUESDAY — JUNE 15, 2010

Breakfast is included at the hotel this morning. We will then travel through Illinois into
Kentucky on our way to Williamsburg, Kentucky. The Cumberland Hotel, our destination for
tonight, is owned and operated by Cumberland College. It is a lovely place and the meals are
great. There is a museum and gift shop on the grounds that you will want to visit before dinner.
The museum entrance fee is included. (BREAKFAST AND DINNER INCLUDED TODAY)

DAY TWENTY-FOUR — WEDNESDAY - JUNE 16, 2010

Breakfast is included in the restaurant before we begin our journey to Charleston. We will have
rest stops and lunch, on your own, en route. We should arrive back in Charleston around 6:00
PM. (BREAKFAST INCLUDED TODAY)
